Place you prepared cards in
your household recycling bin
or take them to a recycling
centre.

Upcycling ideas:

Cut out images to make new
cards, gift tags or collages.

Use them to make decorations
such as paper chains or festive
bunting.

Cut up cards into small pieces
to make simple jigsaws for
children.
